The forecast for the next five days in the Andaman indicates partly cloudy weather
with no anticipated rainfall whereas in Nicobar Islands light to moderate rainfall is
expected. The maximum temperature is projected to range between 30.9 and 32.2
degrees Celsius, while the minimum temperature is expected to be within the range
of 23.3 to 26.4 degrees Celsius. Additionally, the forecast suggests that the
maximum relative humidity will fall between 69 % and 82 %, and the minimum
relative humidity will be in the range of 66 % to 78 % in the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands. Wind speeds are expected to range from 12.0 to 21.0 kmph, predominantly
from the North Easterly direction.

Do crop residue mulching in vegetables and plantation crops as dry weather
will prevail for next 5 days.

Water spray in vegetables during evening hours can be done on vegetative
and fruiting stage but avoid it during flowering stage.

Nutmeg should be dried in sun until rattling sound comes and the dried nuts
should be stored in cool and dry place until marketed.

Fish feed may be provided at the rate of 3 to 5 % body weight from fish
fingerlings to adult stages.
