Value Added Medium Range Weather Forecast: (15thto19th August, 2025)

Cloudy to generally cloudy conditions with light to moderate rainfall are likely to prevail over most parts of
the Andaman & Nicobar Islands during the next five days from 14 August 2025. During this period, South
Andaman is expected to receive a cumulative rainfall of around 89.0 mm, North & Middle Andaman around
108.0 mm, and Nicobar around 61.0 mm. Maximum temperatures will generally range between 28.0°C and
30.0°C, while minimum temperatures will remain between 23.0°C and 26.0°C. Relative humidity will stay
high, with maximum values varying between 66% and 90% and minimum values between 54% and 72%.
Winds will blow predominantly from south-southwest to west-southwest, with speeds ranging from 15 to 26
km/h.

Weather-Based Agro Advisories (15th to 19th August, 2025)

Crop / Livestock Advisory

Banana
Mulch around the banana base with coconut fronds/dry
leaves to suppress weeds, prevent soil erosion, and keep soil
conditions favorable.

Remove dried leaf sheaths to reduce pest shelter sites.

Use banana pseudostem traps for rhinoceros beetle control.

Brinjal
Stake plants to prevent lodging in gusty winds.

Prune crowded shoots to improve airflow.

For shoot & fruit borer, regularly collect and destroy infested
shoots/fruits; hang pheromone traps (5/acre) during dry
intervals.




Cucurbits (Bitter
Gourd, Bottle Gourd,
Pumpkin)

Provide overhead trellis to keep fruits off wet soil.

Collect and destroy fallen or damaged fruits daily to reduce
fruit fly population.

Use fermented bait traps (jaggery + neem leaf extract) to
suppress fruit fly activity.

Turmeric & Ginger

Reapply mulch after rain to prevent soil splash and rhizome
exposure.

Remove and destroy any rhizome rot—affected plants
immediately.

Ensure surface drainage to prevent waterlogging in beds.

Coconut &
Arecanut:

Clear crown area of debris to reduce rhinoceros beetle
infestation risk.

Apply neem cake (1—2 kg/palm) mixed with compost around
the basin as a slow-release organic nutrient source.

Cattle & Goats:

Keep shelters dry with good ventilation;
spread lime powder in damp spots.

Avoid grazing during thunderstorms; allow grazing after rain
stops to prevent hoof infections.

Inspect hooves for rot, treat with turmeric-lime paste if
found.

Poultry

Keep litter dry using sawdust or rice husk;
replace wet bedding promptly.

Offer herbal decoction (tulsi, black pepper, ginger) in
lukewarm water to maintain immunity during high humidity.




Fish

Stop seed stocking during high inflow to avoid stress
mortality.

Keep pond inlets and outlets screened to block entry of
predatory fish and crabs.

Maintain floating refuges (banana stem rafts) for fish during
heavy rain inflow.
