Value Added Medium Range Weather Forecast: (20thto 24t August, 2025)

Cloudy to generally cloudy conditions with light to moderate rainfall are likely to prevail over most parts of
the Andaman & Nicobar Islands during the next five days from 19 August 2025. During this period, Nicobar
is expected to receive a cumulative rainfall of around 41.0 mm, South Andaman around 60.0 mm, and
North & Middle Andaman around 67.0 mm. Maximum temperatures will generally range between 27.0°C
and 30.0°C, while minimum temperatures will remain between 22.0°C and 26.0°C. Relative humidity will
stay high, with maximum values varying between 75% and 90% and minimum values between 58% and
75%. Winds will be predominantly from south-southwest to southwest, with speeds ranging from 13 to 18
km/h.

o Train vines on trellis to improve aeration and fruit quality.

J Install pheromone traps @15 per acre to control fruitfly

J Apply cow urine + cow dung slurry (1:5 dilution) around

rhizomes to reduce soft rot.
J Remove and destroy wilted rhizome plants.

J Maintain thick organic mulch (dry coconut fronds, leaves)
to check weed growth and keep soil cool.

J Foliar spray of 1% bordeaux mixture to manage the leaf
spots
Cattle/Buffalo/Goat o Provide salt—-mineral mixture with green fodder to balance

nutrients in humid season.

) Wash animals with neem leaf decoction to repel ticks and
flies.
