The forecast for the next five days in the Andaman and Nicobar Islands indicates
partly cloudy weather with very light rainfall.

Additionally, the forecast suggests that the maximum relative humidity will fall
between 69 % and 81 %, and the minimum relative humidity will be in the range of
64 % to 77 % in the Andaman and Nicobar Islands. Wind speeds are expected to
range from 13.0 to 19.0 kmph, predominantly from the North Easterly direction.

Do spraying of water in vegetable nursery and cover the nursery with shade
net to mitigate dryness.

Leaf minor attacks was noticed in vegetable like tomato and advised to
apply dimethoate @ 2 ml/lit.

Farmers are advice to do land shaping activity like making of fish pond,
BBF and terrace in hilly area, as the soil condition is conducive.

Irrigate the plantation crop like coconut and arecanut planted in hilly areas to
reduce moisture stress.

Provide vitamin-C and electrolyte along with cool drinking water to the
poultry birds to prevent from heat stress.

For North and Middle Andaman

( Blocks: Rangat, Mayabunder and Diglipur).

During next five days dry weather will prevail, do supplemental irrigation to
vegetable crops.

Do spraying of water in vegetable nursery and cover the nursery with shade
net to mitigate dryness.
