The forecast for the next five days in the Andaman indicates partly cloudy weather
with no anticipated rainfall whereas in Nicobar Islands light rainfall is expected.
The maximum temperature is projected to range between 30.8 and 33.1 degrees
Celsius, while the minimum temperature is expected to be within the range of 22.3
to 25.7 degrees Celsius. Additionally, the forecast suggests that the maximum
relative humidity will fall between 70 % and 83 %, and the minimum relative
humidity will be in the range of 63 % to 80 % in the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands. Wind speeds are expected to range from 11.0 to 25.0 kmph, predominantly
from the North Easterly direction.

For South Andaman
( Blocks: Prothrapur, Little-Andaman and Ferrargunj)

e Provide irrigation to vegetable crops and apply lifesaving irrigation to pulses
in evening hours.

e Spray neemastra (20 ml in 1 lit water) on vegetables crops to manage
sucking pests, when weather is clear.

e Crop residue mulching can be done in vegetables for soil moisture
conservation.

e Mulching in plantation crops (arecanut and coconut) and fruit crop is
recommended.

e Ensure to maintain 5 to 6 feet water depth and keep the dissolved oxygen
levels above 5 ppm in the fish pond.

e Dry weather will continue and it is advised to provide cool drinking water
with electrolyte to poultry birds for reducing heat stress.

For North and Middle Andaman
( Blocks: Rangat, Mayabunder and Diglipur).

e Provide irrigation to vegetable crops and apply lifesaving irrigation to pulses
in evening hours.

e Spray neemastra (20 ml in 1 lit water) on vegetables crops to manage
sucking pests, when weather is clear.



Crop residue mulching can be done in vegetables for soil moisture
conservation.
Mulching in plantation crops (arecanut and coconut) and fruit crop is
recommended.

Ensure to maintain 5 to 6 feet water depth and keep the dissolved oxygen
levels above 5 ppm in the fish pond.

Dry weather will continue and it is advised to provide cool drinking water
with electrolyte to poultry birds for reducing heat stress.

For Nicobar

(Blocks: Nan-Cowrie, Car-Nicobar and Campbell-Bay)

Sow the seeds of cucurbits at specified distance in view of light rain.

Spray neemastra (20 ml in 1 lit water) on beans and vegetables crops to
manage sucking pests, when weather is clear.

Plant one month old tomato and brinjal seedlings at 60 x 45 cm in the
evening hours and irrigate right away if it doesn't rain.

Crop residue mulching can be done in vegetables for soil moisture
conservation.

Mulching in plantation crops (arecanut and coconut) and fruit crop is
recommended.

Dry weather will continue and advised to provide cool drinking water with

electrolyte to poultry birds to reduce heat stress.
