The forecast for the next five days in the Andaman and Nicobar Islands indicates
partly cloudy weather with light rainfall in Nicobar Islands. The maximum
temperature is projected to range between 30.0 and 33.0 degrees Celsius, while the
minimum temperature is expected to be within the range of 22.0 to 27.0 degrees
Celsius. Additionally, the forecast suggests that the maximum relative humidity
will fall between 73 % and 80 %, and the minimum relative humidity will be in the
range of 65 % to 78 % in the Andaman and Nicobar Islands. Wind speeds are
expected to range from 9.0 to 17.0 kmph, predominantly from the North Easterly
direction.

For South Andaman
( Blocks: Prothrapur, Little-Andaman and Ferrarqunj)

do Mulching with dry grass in the inter space of vegetables to avoid
moisture stress.

e As the weather is conducive for shoot and fruit borer in brinjal it is
recommended to clip the infected portion of the branches and collect the
infected fallen fruits and destroy it by burning.

e Do weeding and earthing up in the black pepper and provide one irrigation
during evening hours.

e Collect the drop out coconuts from the garden and dry it for copra
production.

e Make temporary shed within the fish pond as well as BBF to avoid heat
stress in fish as the temperature of pond water is rising during midday.

e Provide vitamin-C and electrolyte along with cool and fresh drinking water
to the poultry birds to prevent from heat stress.

For North and Middle Andaman
( Blocks: Rangat, Mayabunder and Diglipur).
