Generally cloudy weather with light to moderate rainfall is likely to occur during
next five days in Andaman and Nicobar Islands whereas on 26" February heavy
rain is expected in Nicobar Islands. During the period in South Andaman district
88.0 mm of cumulative rainfall, in North and Middle Andaman district 39.0 mm of
cumulative rainfall and in Nicobar group of Island 132.0 mm of cumulative rainfall
Is expected in upcoming 5 days.The maximum temperature is projected to range
between 29.0 and 32.0 °C, while the minimum temperature is expected to be within
the range of 22.0 to 25.0 °C. Additionally, the forecast suggests that the maximum
relative humidity will fall between 81 % and 91 % and the minimum relative
humidity will be in the range of 47 % to 69 % in the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands. Wind speed is expected to range from 6.0 to 25.0 kmph, predominantly
from the North Easterly direction.

For South Andaman

e Do weeding in pulse crop field and ensure proper drainage to avoid
stagnation of water.

e During next 2-3 days irrigation in vegetable field may be avoided as isolated
rainfall is expected.

e Remove the weeds and prepare small basin around the plant/tree for rain
water harvesting in cucurbits and drumstick.

e Clean the field in coconut garden, chop the available residues and put it in
vermicompost unit.

e Deworm the poultry birds reared under backyard condition by providing
appropriate medicines as per the advice of local veterinary doctor.

e Calf, kid and piglet all should be protect from moisture. Animal shade
should be in dry condition to avoid infectious diseases.

For North and Middle Andaman

e Do weeding in pulse crop field and ensure proper drainage to avoid
stagnation of water.
