Heavy to very heavy rainfall on 05th June and heavy rain on 6th, 8th & 9th June with
Thunderstorm, lightening and gusty winds (50-60 kmph) during 5th to 9th June 2026 at isolated
places very likely over Andaman and Nicobar.

SMS Adyvisory:

Heavy rainfall, thunderstorms, lightning, and strong winds are likely during the next four days.
Ensure proper field drainage, provide support to banana and other tall crops, avoid spraying and

field operations during adverse weather, and keep livestock in secure shelters away from trees

and electric poles.

General Advisory:

Avoid agricultural operations during heavy rainfall, thunderstorms, and lightning. Maintain
effective drainage in crop fields, orchards, and fish ponds to prevent waterlogging. Store seeds,
fertilizers, pesticides, feed, harvested produce, and farm machinery in safe and dry locations.
Postpone fertilizer and pesticide applications until favourable weather prevails. Monitor crops,
livestock, and fisheries systems for weather-induced damage and increased pest and disease
incidence under high humidity conditions.
